The annual 8th Grade Semi-Formal Dance is scheduled for Friday, May 24th, 2024 from 6:30 pm – 9:00 pm.

Semi-formal dress is requested for this dance. Copies of the dress code are attached.

● For planning purposes, strapless dresses or tuxedos are not appropriate.

● Clear straps are acceptable and straps, such as ribbons, may be sewn into those dresses that would

otherwise be strapless.

● The cost for this event is $60.00, which includes entrance, catered dinner, and entertainment. The dance is

ONLY for Aliso Viejo Middle School eighth-grade students in good standing.

● Students with behavior problems (7 or more demerits) will not be able to attend this dance.

● Once students are admitted to the dance, they are not permitted to leave prior to the conclusion of the

dance.

8th Grade Knott’s Berry Farm Trip

● Students must provide their own transportation home from school once returning back to AVMS.

● Tickets cost $60.00. If you have a Knott’s Berry Farm season pass, the cost is $45.

● All students going to Knott’s will receive a class of 2024 t-shirt that must be worn on the day of the trip.

Students will receive them the morning of the trip to ensure everyone has one to wear.

● Students who wish to attend the end of the year activities must fill out permission slips for both

activities prior to the event and will require an adult signature. Signed parent permission forms are

required for both events. These can be turned in to the front office.

● All students have been informed of school and district expectations and policies throughout the year.

Students have been following these standards and expectations of conduct while on campus and must

continue to do so in order to participate in the activities mentioned above. We are happy to offer these

special events for our students and wish to see as many as possible participate to mark the end of the

middle school years.

8th Grade Semi-Formal Dance Dress Code
Dress code for the dance must be followed:

● Violations: Students in violation of the dress code will either need a new change of clothes
brought to the school or they will be requested to leave.

● Once students are admitted into the activity or dance, they may not alter their attire. If they do, they
will be removed from the activity or dance, parents will be notified to pick them up, and they will not
be permitted to attend Knott’s Berry Farm.

● Dresses must have straps- asymmetrical straps, clear straps, and sewn-in straps are okay.
● Clothes must cover the midriff.
● Dresses should not be low cut at the neckline.
● No exposed undergarments.
● No sheer or see-through dresses, and no see-through sides or bare sides.
● Attire that is so tight it rides up when walking is not permitted.
● Heels are allowed, but keep in mind that shoes must be worn at all times. Flats are recommended

for this reason. (Vans, Converse, or sandals are a good option)
● No shorts
● No sagging pants.
● No T-Shirts
● Accessories such as hats, bandannas, chains, or canes are not allowed.

● Heels are allowed, but flats are

recommended as you must wear shoes at
all times.



POLICIES AGREEMENT AND PERMISSION SLIPS

AVMS Eighth Grade End of Year Activities

POLICIES:

● Students may use their cell phones to take pictures with the expressed permission of those
appearing in the photos.

● Students who are found to be taking inappropriate pictures or using phones or pictures in an unacceptable
way will be subject to school discipline policy and may be removed from the dance. Students who
choose to bring and use cell phones at the dance and 8th-grade trip do so at their own risk.

● The dress code must be followed exactly as presented and outlined in the paperwork. Any student who is
violating the dress code will be given the option of having new clothes brought to school or going home.
Any student whose attire violates the dress code after entering the dance/Knotts will be removed from the
activity and parents will be required to come pick them up. Knott’s attendees must wear a Class of 24
t-shirt. No refunds will be given if removed from dance or Knotts.

● A note is required for any student who is going to be picked up early from KNOTTS​. The note must be
sent in to Ms. Hosseini and approved by 5/20. The students leaving early will meet Ms. Hosseini at the
park entrance at 1:00 pm. For safety reasons, there is only one opportunity to pick up your child
early. If you do not pick up your child at 1:00 pm, your child will be transported back to school with the rest
of the students.

● Once students enter the dance, they must stay for the entire dance.Unless other arrangements have
been made and approved by Administration or Ms. Hosseini

● A note is required for any student who is going to be picked up early from the DANCE​. The note must
be sent in to Ms. Hosseini and approved by 5/20.

● Parents will be required to come and pick up any student who is misbehaving at the dance or at
the eighth-grade trip. No refunds will be given if the student has to be removed from an 8th-grade
activity.

● Students who attend Knotts not under the supervision of AVMS will have an unexcused absence.
AVMS is not responsible for the supervision or safety of any students not traveling to Knotts with the
school.

● Students must stay within the Knotts amusement park​during the field trip. Students may not exit the
park through the gate to go to outside restaurants or shops on the property.
